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Each year since 1901 the Nobel Prize Foundation announces for each Nobel Prize (Category) in October which Nobel Prizes have been awarded and which not. 

Until 1968 this announcement was made for each of the following: Nobel Prize for Chemistry, the Nobel Prize for Physics, the Nobel Prize for Medicine, the Nobel Prize for Literature and the Nobel Peace Prize. 

Since 1968 another one has been added: the Nobel Prize for Economics. 

For the Nobel Prizes awarded in any given year, the works that resulted in an award are listed. Other works are out of scope in part 2.
The Nobel Prize Foundation derives for every year since 1901 the number of Nobel Prizes not awarded in that year, the number of works that were awarded a Nobel Prize, the number of Laureates, as well as the number of not sharing Nobel Laureates and the number of sharing Laureates, the number of person-Laureates and the number or Organization-Laureates and also the cumulative similar facts for all the years up to and including the current year. 
The number of works in any year for any Nobel Prize (Category) is at most 2. 
For each work , the names and number of Laureates is listed. 
The number of Laureates per Nobel Prize in any year is at most 3. 
Part of Article 4 of the Statutes is given below in italics: 
§ 4.

A prize amount may be equally divided between two works, each of which is considered to merit a prize. If a work that is being rewarded has been produced by two or three persons, the prize shall be awarded to them jointly. In no case may a prize amount be divided between more than three persons.

…
Each prize-awarding body shall be competent to decide whether the prize it is entitled to award may be conferred upon an institution or association.


For each Laureate in a year for a work that was awarded a Nobel Prize the part of the prize amount is derived and announced.
Of such a Laureate is given whether it is a person or an institution. 

For a person Laureate the birth year is given. 

Later the death year may be added for such a person. 

For each combination of person and work, a list is provided of the institution(s) with which that person was associated while performing that work. 
If a Laureate is an institution, the year in which the institution is established is communicated. 

From the base facts it is derived per Nobel Prize Category (Physics, Chemistry, Medicine, Literature, Peace and Economics) how many Nobel Prizes have been awarded to one Laureate, how many shared by two Laureates and how many shared by three Laureates. 

Furthermore, it is derived which Laureate has been awarded which Nobel Prize in which year.

Family relations, place of birth and country and gender are out of scope in part 2 of this use case as well as location and country where an organisation, to which a person Laureate is associated, is located.

All other domain specific rules are out of scope in part 2.
