The following topics were discussed:

1 Update on GUI tool Development for SPARQL queries. 

Ralph Grove and James Wilson have met on the prototype.  Things are progressing well although there are some on structuring the interface such as how to lay out spatial operators for 2 different queries. 
Currently the data set is from USGS and we note that there were issues with the data such as duplicates. 

The current plan is to consolidate work for the UCGIS presentation and write up a draft of where we are and what work planned for over the summer. Sarah Battersby (U-Spatial battersby@sc.edu) provided some details in the sessions and it sounds like there will probably be 2 parallel sessions of 20’ each.
At some point we will be ready for broader usability testing and we also want to consider other platforms than Parliament.  Currently there is no Help or tutorial to help learn the interface and these are needed.

 2. Plans for upcoming workshop (UCGIS etc.)

James’ proposal and demonstrate of the GUO tool was accepted.

3. Virtual Workshop

The Virtual Workshop on Semantics in Geospatial Architectures (or Other) Architectures: Design and Implementation is planned for May 7, 2013 from
12:30 – 2:30.  Nancy could not make this call so there was only a brief discussion of the schedule. 

There are currently 7 speakers, 8 if Dave Kolas also speaks. Most people would need 15-20 min. to talk plus a few minutes (5 max.) for questions. 

In the worst case, this would be a 3 hour and 20 minute long session.
This may be too long. Ontolog has held 3 hr. session but not held a session longer than 4 hrs. but it could e done by starting a second session after 4 hrs.

Todd and Gary said they might prefer two sessions, but Nancy thought this too hard to arrange. Nancy suggested that we could have a long session with a 10 minute break, maybe after 1 hour 45 min. It remains an open issue if there is another way to do this.
4. Ontology Summit 

The physical meeting of the Ontology Summit (OS) is set for May 2-3 Symposium at NIST (Gaithersburg, MD campus.) The Summit theme
is on "Ontology Evaluation Across the Ontology Lifecycle" - see:

Mike is a on the organizing and I co-chairing the session with Ram Sriram (NIST).
Gary is on the Advisory Committee and is registered to attend.
NIST made a Press Release announcing the Ontology Summit Symposium.

5. Grant Extension & Planning for the Remainder of the “Year”  

Nancy has submitted ideas for no-cost extension with supporting rationales.  The continued development of the GUI tool, its testing and exposition at later workshops is one such.
There was a brief discussion of some tasks remaining and how far we get will depend on whether there is an extension.

One bit of work is a final workshop of which the Architecture workshop is the prime example and topic of interest to Nancy. A Fall workshop would require an extension.
We might run tutorial sessions at such a workshop and feature demonstrations.
Some tutorial may possibly be created from James’ class and Gary’s lecture to that class as well as Dave’s work on GeoSPARQL.

For education and training we still would need to pick up on the BoK effort as noted at the March meeting.  
Collaborations and Grant Efforts

There was little update in possible collaborations and grant efforts with some of the EC groups.  Amendment II is out and it remains a question whether SOCoP will participate or write a grant. The general feeling is that a big effort involving semantics is not likely in this round and thus there has been little motivation.  The idea of having some workshop on the topic as part of a grant is one possible way of inserting some work into grants that might be submitted.
James thought that the GUI tool might be used as part of a Broker ontology effort.
A possible role for the SOCoP OOR was briefly discussed.  ESIP’s OOR which Natasha Noy is part of, may gain more traction. There was some discussion of this at the Winter ESIP meeting and the tutorial:

Semantic Web - Ontology portal tutorial/hands-on; OntologyGovernance
Peter asked what are there are implications of this for the SOCoP OOR. Gary thought that the federation of repositories might be worth pursuing.
The meeting closed noting that the next session is tentatively planned for Wed. May 16 but this might be changed to another date and time that is convenient for more members.
