Many workshops, GeoVoCamps, virtual Ontolog (Gary, Nancy, Mike), in person Madison, Hackathon, Ontolog Summit work

Nancy is working on a UW workshop report for inclusion.
Still trying to hire an REU student to work on the shape files but so far have had no luck, but there is a candidate coming on Wed. It might be just easier to recruit a programmer since the shape file doesn’t resonate. This might be doable by the right person but it has been hard. There is currently a student working on the data.
Nancy might try to organize a Hackathon in Madison to get this done. The REU funds might be applicable for supporting this - perhap.this would make SOCoP INTEROP a sponsor of the Summit.
Mike and Dave discussed how much work it might be for them to do this file conversion work.  Mike’s opinion was that using the tools this would not that much work. But would it be worth using the remaining BBN $ to do this?
GUI Tool

We might have a Hackathon to enhance it. There are some good things that could be done.  

Mike noted that there is a filter on Hackathon proposals and how well they fis the Ontology Summit goals. So tying it to Big Data might be an advantage.
Given this we might tie this work to the Ontologies developed by TNM. Dalia has a revised Hydrography ontology from the VoCamp at NSF and would love for it to be used. Dave Mattli has been working on the data (imagery, elevation etc.) including transportation.
We would need to access lots of data to make this relevant to the Ontology Summit and there is some work that others at USGS are doing.  She will check with the Illinois group.  We may need to talk to Lynn about this too.  Dalia will put Mike and Lynn in touch with each other.

Ralph thinks that a future paper on work might include Machine Learning as part of this, but there as of yet no details on what he has in mind.

2. Proposals
James and Christine White of Esri are working on EarthCube ( NSF 13-529 ) Building Block proposal (15 pages) idea to build out from metadata work for improved search (visual and contextual) that was discussed at the Winter ESIP meeting. They recently spoke with Eva 
The other aspect of this was help in finding not just data, but people and projects. So this work would expand the profiles to allow this search. They got feedback from Eva at NSF on what to focus on.  There is a geologist at JMU who is providing input but several domains may contribute. Some small ontologies may have to be developed to enhance these searches 
Currently there are slides from the ESIP presentation and a one pager summarizing the approach idea.

Nancy liked the idea and wanted to figure out how to contribute as did Mike and Dave who might be a sub-contractor.

Peter Fox and Phil Yang have been contacted. The connection to GEOSS seems obvious.
3. How to spend the remaining participant support costs

There is enough money to consider another workshop.  Nancy is still considering if  we want to do more major workshops or some smaller type gatherings.
4. Status of Work on  the Ontology Summit.

The 2014 Summit was launched in January and 2 track sessions have been held.  They are usually Thursday online meetings 12:30-2:30 EST and will run till April 28-29 when the Symposium is held in Ballston. Gary is Co-champions of Track A: Common Reusable Semantic Content and presented an overview at the first session.
